	Section 1: Rationale (Approx. 100 words)

	So far I have gathered a number of different skills that will help me to create my short film about what college students are wearing, what has influenced them to wear certain clothes and if there were past influences from styles from the past. I will hope to begin by in depth research, time planning and pre-production to prepare and show my improved lighting and audio skills to create a successful film. In the past I have made films about my own fashion but feel I am more able to use other people as subjects now that I am more confident in my knowledge.
In my short film, I want to show that there are influences from the past and that styles are always coming back. I want this film to reflect individual expression through interviews about young people’s fashion style.



	Section 2: Project Concept (approx. 200 words)

	The project concept is inspired by old documentaries about subculture about how teenagers, and college students express themselves through the fashion they wear.

The short film will reflect on the past; anyone can be influenced by anything around them such as music, subcultures and different eras like the 60s, 70s and 90’s. The film is going to include nostalgic imagery which I will source from YouTube archives.

If styles such as punk, vintage and 80’s fashion have influenced someone’s style, I will show ‘flashback’ archive footage of college students in the past wearing similar styles.

The film is going to show self-expression through its style which will include artistic expression such as illustrations and graphics that reflect the individuals and their own style.
The important parts of the film will be the interviews. These will be filmed on location mainly at Canterbury college by myself.  They will be recorded on a DSLR camera and  with a lapel mic for optimum audio. The visuals are important to me, I will be the creative director as I want the visuals to show personal expression at its best.
I am going to research fashion history and what college and university students were wearing in the past as well as researching how to do the artistic elements of my film. I am also going to be taking on all of the roles within the production of the film such as filming, art direction and editing. I will have help from my friend Carla for the audio. 
My target audience will be young teens and adults between 16-25 and those who have an interest in fashion, particularly fashion students. This will be aimed at anyone interested in self-expression through fashion or art.
This idea was inspired by the original creator of a series of YouTube videos called “What high-schoolers are actually wearing”, called Lexie, and also King Krule who created a short film about his life as a musician with his brother who creates art, and how they intertwine their expression together. This influenced my idea to bring the artistic side together with a documentary style. 

	Section 3: Evaluation (approx. 50 words)

	I am going to reflect on my FMP by making a production diary on my blog, and filming behind the scenes so that I can see how I got to the end of the final product. I am also going to reflect on my work by watching the draft edit many times over to make sure that it is up to my standards, and I will be posting on my personal channel to get feedback, and reflect on this too.
I may come across some difficulties with filming as I will be counting on other people and the weather. In order to make sure filming goes smoothly I will need to communicate efficiently and clearly, and be aware of weather constraints. I will need  to prepare consent forms before shooting so that I can use the footage.
